MINUTES
1. Welcome and Introductions -
2. Consent Agenda – 

a. Prior Meeting Minutes

b. Lisa Sands motioned to approve the meeting minutes from March 30, 2011, Pat Lucas seconded.  Minutes were approved unanimously. 
3. Discussion/Action Items –

a. Produce update-Chris Robinson distributed two graphs (Glades & Hendry) showing the distribution comparisons over the past 4 years.  Significant strides have been made in terms of overall distribution. More work needs to be done on how to get the produce and perishables delivered to our rural communities. 

b. There was only one person present that attended the Hunger Summit.  Feedback-Key Note too long, liked Nutritionist, Grants and Technology workshops.
c. Glades and Hendry Counties have no official database for distributing Holiday food baskets but liked the idea.  Currently a few of the agencies in Hendry collaborate and share information.  We encouraged them to discuss it in their local communities and see whether or not this concept would be worth implementing.

d. The first early evening mobile pantry distribution will take place next week at St. Joseph the Workers in Moore Haven.  Lisa Sands with Salvation Army shared the flyer and encouraged other organizations to send their clients.  There was a problem with the daytime distributions (not enough people attending).  The social service agencies worked together to come up with an alternative solution which was to change the distribution timeframe.  We await their feedback.

e. Joyce Jacobs, the Associate Director at the Harry Chapin Food Bank provided a comprehensive overview of what we do at the food bank, what Feeding America does and a little about our State Food Bank Association.  She also highlighted her history with the food bank and her day to day responsibilities.

b. Suzanne encouraged partners to use the HCFB website for all the wonderful new resources that have been added.
c. Networking-Aida Barnhart shared information and flyers with the group about:
